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Aligned with our Virtues Program, once a month, one grade level will organize a celebration of 

the virtue of the month.  These monthly assemblies highlight how students can positively 

interact with each other in the classroom, hallways and outside at recess. Morning 

announcements and the virtue wall serve as reminders of the need to look for the actions we 

are practicing.
